Four times this year the sky was filled with yellow balloons (and purple ones 
too) to honor the memory of the little boy that started it all.  Balloon 
releases were first done as a way to remember Timmy on his birthday, and  
has now grown into ÒThe ThingÓ to do to support TimmyÕs Fund.

The generosity and love of these amazing kids was very 
apparent when you walked into their gymnasium and saw the paper balloons 
that represented each sponsor-over $18,000.00!  The whole school 
participated in a praise and worship service before launching their balloons.

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Since we started TimmyÕs Fund in 2007/2008, our mission has changed so much.  What started out as a 
way to remember Timmy, and at the same time Ôpay it forwardÕ and help a couple families battling 
childhood cancer as turned into so much more.
